Art in movement

Something happened in Sinding-@rre, Hampen, Hoven, Thyholm, Staby and Vandborg these past 3 weeks.

Susanne, Misa, Michael, Bank and Rau in the southern villages, and Tapati, Iben, Esben and Maurice further
north, were the wheels, which made this event to what it became: An exciting, challenging travel through
different processes of 9 artists, and our own ability in the villages to cooperate and work with them and one
another. These magnificent artists made all this happen, made all the hours spent beforehand by the
village-groups and the hours spent by youngsters and adults involved during these past weeks so worthwhile
invested.

Special thanks to our foreign guests, who travelled so far to enlighten us to their unique way of understanding
art! The international in the art - and the art in the international. It has been a pleasure and an inspiration
seeing them working - and being around them!

And behind this great experience not to forget Felix, Steen, Dorthe and Birgit, whose untiring efforts all along
delivered the mould in which this whole project was cast. Or the young students from Art&Design/DTA, who
made each village their own town-arm, inspired by the history of the villages!

But it has all been so much more than art:

The great idea of small communities being challenged on the subject of increased communication seems to
have succeeded. In particular we in the village-groups have developed our limited abilities as to social medias
such as blogs, Facebook, Instagram and mail. Promotion of the event has been the overriding theme, and the
ability to quick and precise marketing of events in the community a major outcome. Also communication be-
yond boundaries of villages to the "outside” world and between the villages themselves seems strengthened.
All this was nothing without recipients - and they have been present in great numbers!

Kunst&Design; 6 nye byvaben

En seerskilt del af Kunsten i bevaegelse er inddragelsen af de helt unge billedkunstneriske talenter fra Kunst
&Design/Dansk Talentakademi i Holstebro. | ar fik de unge studerende til opgave at udvikle og udforme
byvaben for alle de 6 landsbyer, der var mal for arets Kunsten i bevaegelse. Forinden opstarten af workshop
var der lavet en researchtur til hver enkelt landsby hvor ngglepersoner var interviewet om landsbyens vaer-
dier og seaerlige kendetegn. Kunstgruppen Bank & Rau fra Kgbenhavn, der bestar af Lone Bank & Tanja Rau
introducerede pa baggrund af den gennemfgrte research en 14-dages workshop, hvor de unge fordelt pa 6
hold af 3-4 studerende skulle forholde sig til hver enkelt landsby og udvikle et byvaben. Som udgangspunkt
er byvaben noget som normalt er forbeholdt de store byer og gamle kgbstaeder, der var derfor ingen af
landsbyerne der i forvejen havde et byvaben. Forlgbet var opdelt i egen research, idéudvikling, skitsearbejde,
praesentation af idé/skitse og endelig praktisk udformning. Hvert byvaben blev efterfglgende praesenteret af
eleverne ude i landsbyerne, hvor intentionerne bag de nye byvaben ogsa blev praesenteret af eleverne selv.
| den efterfglgende evaluering gav de studerede udtryk for at det havde veeret en stor og spaeendende ud-
fordring at skabe noget som de forskellige landsbybeboere kunne identificere sig med.

Art&Design; 6 new coat of arms

A separate part of Art in movement is the involvement of the visually artistic young talents from Art&Design/
Danish Talent Academy in Holstebro. The task given to the young students this year were to shape and de-
velop a city coat of arms for each of the six villages participating in this year’s Art in movement. To make sure
the new coat of arms reflected each of the six villages there was a research trip where key persons from each
place were interviewed about the values, characteristics and history of their village. Based on the research
trip the Copenhagen art group Bank & Rau consisting of Lone Bank and Tanja Rau introduced a fortnight’s
workshop. They divided the students into six teams of 3-4 students and assigned each team with the task

to create an original and personalized coat of arms to one of the six villages. City Arms are usually reserved
major cities and old boroughs because of that none of the villages had an existing coat of arms. The process
consisted only of own research, idea developing, sketching, presentation of the idea and lastly the practical
embodiment. Hereafter the students presented their result out in the villages sharing their thoughts and
intentions concerning the new coat of arms. In the subsequent evaluation of the project, the students ex-
pressed that the challenge of creating something the villagers could identify with had been both exciting and
fun.

The project
involves eighteen villages over a period of three years. Six villages a year are selected in 2012, 2013 and
2014. In each place, two Danish and two international professional artists cooperate with the local citizens
creating artistic social interaction. The selection of the participating artists are made by an artistic jury, art
historian Karen Lintrup, art historian and art critic Henrik Broch-Lips and the artists Steen Rasmussen, Felix
Pedersen and Sgren Taaning.
